PURPOSE

integral part of our North Texas High School Golf Coaches Association and he will forever be
in our hearts. In Fred’s name, this scholarship is to encourage and promote the attainment
of higher education goals for graduating senior golfers. These students must demonstrate a
high level of academic achievement during high school, a high level of athletic achievement,
and have displayed a financial need. It should be hailed an honor to receive a scholarship
with Coach Fred Willis" name on it.

ELIGIBILITY

*Applicants must be graduating seniors with a minimum GPA of 2.50 on a 5.0 scale.
*Applicants must demonstrate a need for financial assistance to meet educational expenses.
*Applicants must submit the following application.

*The awarding of the scholarship is expressly contingent upon provision of evidence by the
applicant of acceptance to a four-year or two-year college.

*Applicant must be a full time student (taking 12 or more hours per semester.)

BENEFITS
*The scholarships will be awarded to one female and one male student.

*This scholarship will be a one-time scholarship and shall be used toward the payment of
general fees and expenses and made payable to the college of choice.

*The scholarship will be in the amount of $500 for one female and $500 for one male.

SELECTION OF WINNERS

*The committee will select recipients on the following criteria:
1) Academic record/transcript information

2) Application submission

3) Financial need

4) High school golf participation

5) Student golfer profile

6) Golf coach recommendation



V. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

*To be considered for the Fred Willis Memorial Scholarship, each applicant must:

1) Complete and return the student golfer profile and application information

2) Submit a copy of her/his high school transcript which will include class rank, GPA, and
ACT/SAT scores
